　INSTRUCTIONS FOR MANUSCRIPT PREPARATION

JSRAE Annual Conference
Authors must prepare their paper and submit them ready for printing, with all copy, including figures and tables, in position and correctly sized. All artwork, tables, and graphs must be correctly inserted into the final paper. 
An Example Paper is provided for use in measuring and formatting your paper.
Paper Size

The metric size A4 in paper is acceptable.
Paper Length
Papers, including figures and tables, should be limited within 4 pages. Total number of pages should be in even number (2 or 4 pages). Keynote papers are limited within 6 pages and should be in even number (2, 4 or 6 pagers). 
Paper Layout

The instructions provided herein present the specifications for formatting the following elements of your paper in order such as: paper title, author name, author affiliation, abstract, keywords, main body, and references.

Please follow the Example Paper.

Typing

Type the manuscript single-spaced in the specified typeface throughout.

Page Margin (First Page)

The first page will include the section of paper title, author name, author affiliation, abstract and keywords in single column, which will be followed by the main body in two columns. The section of paper title, author name, author affiliation, abstract and keywords will be 25 mm on top, 20 mm on both left and right sides.

Main body of the manuscript will be in 2 columns with 75 mm width of each column and 12 mm space between the columns. The margin of main body will be 25mm on bottom, 20 mm on both left and right sides.

Page Margin (All Subsequent Pages)
Main body and references will be in 2 columns with 75 mm width of each column and 8mm space between the columns. The margin will be 25 mm on top, 25 mm on bottom, 20 mm on both left and right sides.

Paper Title

Type the paper title in centered all capital letters, 12 pt. Times New Roman boldface.

Author Name and Affiliation

Leave 1 blank line space from the paper title. The author name composed of first name, middle name and last name should be in centered, 10 pt. Times New Roman boldface. The first and middle name should be upper and lower case letters, while the last name should be all capital letters. Put ”+” before the name of the presenting author. If the presenting author is below 35 years old, then put ”+” instead on ”++” (please see the example paper).
The author affiliation should be typed in all centered, 10 pt. Times New Roman.

In case of multiple authors, please refer to the Example Paper.

Abstract

Leave 2 blank line spaces from the author affiliation. The text of the abstract should be 10 pt. Times New Roman. The first line of each paragraph should be indented 4 letters from the left margin, with all run-over lines being justified on the right and left margins. The text of the abstract should be limited to 200 words.

Keywords

Leave 1 blank line space from the text of the abstract. The heading Keywords should be typed in 10 pt. Times New Roman in upper and lower case letters, and be in centered

. Type 3 to 5 keywords in 10 pt. Times New Roman in upper and lower case letters.

Main Body

Leave 2 blank line spaces from the section of paper title, authors’ names, authors’ affiliations, abstract and keywords. The main body should be typed in two columns, 10 pt. Times New Roman.

Headings and Subheadings

#. MAIN HEADING

Number the main heading and type it in 10 pt. Times New Roman boldface letters by capitalizing only the firstletter, flush with the left margin. The text will be typed in the next line, flushed left margin by indenting 4 letters.

#.# First Subheading
Number the first subheading and type it in 10 pt. Times New Roman by capitalizing only the first letter of each major word, and place flush left. The text will be typed in the next line, flushed left margin by indenting 4 letters.

#.#.# Second subheading
Number the second subheading and type it in 10 pt. Times New Roman by capitalizing only the first letter of the first word, and place flush left. The text will be typed in the next line, flushed left margin by indenting 4 letters.

Paragraph
Begin paragraph flush at the left margin by indenting 4 letters. Don’t leave any blank line space between paragraphs.

Equations, Units and Nomenclature
Equations should be typed and centered. They should be numbered by order (e.g. (1), (2), (3) ...) on the right margin of the column. Leave1 blank line space above and below of each equation. Decimals should be shown by periods.

All symbols should be defined in the text. If you include a nomenclature section to define symbols, give it a main heading NOMENCLATURE and place it at the end of the paper just before the reference section.

Use SI units, including accepted derivatives.

Figures and Tables
These should be within the main body, glued or taped with a non-reflecting tape. Leave 1 blank line space between the figure (or table) and following (or proceeding) text. Each table should be numbered (e.g. Table 1, 2, 3, ...) and preceded by a title. Each figure should be numbered (e.g. Figure 1, 2, 3, ...) and followed by a title.

Photographs must be sharp black-and-white glossing prints. They should be put in place on the page in the half-page-maximum size.

References
Use the main heading of this section as REFERENCES by typing in all capital 10 pt. Times New Roman boldface letters, flush with the left margin. Leave one blank line space above the main heading.

References should be listed either in alphabetical order or in numerical order by text citation. In text, reference citations should be either by name and year (e.g. [Koyama and Saha, 2002]) or by reference number (e.g. [1]).

Page Number
Write the page number at the top right corner of each page. If you paper number is (A101) the first page number will be (A101-1), (A101-2), · · · . Note: The paper number is different from the log number provided for communication. 
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
